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1. Install the Square Mask

O Remove the protective foam and the cardboard cover from the tank.
O Carefully align the square mask with the square mask mounting holes on the tank.
O Verify that the top of the square mask is facing upwards.

O Secure the square mask to the tank with screws.
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2. Mark the Frame Mounting Holes and Install the Studs

Install the studs with provided bolts and washers.

Insert the provided anchors in the mounting holes.

Choose drill bits of the correct type and size for the mounting hardware and the wall.

Verify that the center of the discharge pipe (not supplied) is 9-1/16" (230 mm) above the finished floor.

Use a pencil to mark two frame mounting hole locations on the wall at 27-11/16" (704 mm) from the finished floor.

IMPORTANT! If the frame has not been adjusted correctly, the bowl rim height may not be compliant with applicable
codes. If the bowl height is not correct, the finished wall will need to be removed to make the required adjustments.

NOTE: Do not remove the EPS covers during installation.
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Loosen the outlet strap with a 1/8" (3 mm) hex wrench.

Slide the frame onto the studs and position the outlet strap around the discharge pipe.
Loosen the bolts that secure the legs of the frame to adjust the frame height.

Push the legs of the frame down to the floor.

Verify that the frame is level. Adjust the frame height if needed.

Adjust the distance X between the wall and the frame legs.

Measure the distance X and use a pencil to mark the two mounting hole locations on the floor.
Mark the locations on the studs along the surface of the frame.

Remove the frame from the place.

Choose drill bits of the correct type and size for the mounting hardware and the floor material.

Drill two holes at the marked locations on the floor.
Insert the provided anchors into the floor holes.

Cut the studs at 1" (25 mm) inward of the marked locations on the studs.

O Install the protective sleeves over the studs.
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6. Install the Water Supply

& CAUTION: Risk of product damage. Do not cross-thread the hose connection to the inlet.

NOTE: The tank valve inlet uses a G1/2 connector.

NOTE: Connect the water supply to the left inlet or the right inlet of the tank. If connecting the water supply to the right
inlet; remove the connector, angle valve, and fill valve from the left inlet, and install to the right inlet.

O Remove the protective cover.
O Install and connect the water supply line.
O Turn ON the water supply at the supply stop.

O Turn the fill valve nut counterclockwise to disconnect the fill valve from the angle valve. Retain the screen filter from
the fill valve nut.

Turn the inlet knob to ON position to turn ON the water supply.
Let the water run for a minute to remove any debris.
Verify that the water is clean, no residual sandstone or dirt inside the water supply line.

Turn OFF the water supply at the supply stop. Turn ON the water supply after the faceplate installation.

Turn the fill valve nut clockwise to connect the fill valve with the angle valve.
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7. Install the Finished Wall

Square Mask

O Install the finished wall.
O Use a sharp utility knife to carefully trim the square mask even with the finished wall.
O Discard the trimmed off portion of the square mask.

O Install the toilet using the Installation Instructions packed with the toilet.
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8. Install the Mounting Frame
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O Align the mounting frame over the tank opening.

O Tighten the screws to secure the mounting frame in position.
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9. Install the Push Rods (For Mechanical Operation)

Push Rods
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O Thread the push rods into the actuator assembly so the push rods are flush with the finished wall.
O If needed, trim the threaded ends of the push rods.
O Secure the push rods in place by tightening the push rod nuts.

O Position the faceplate over the push rods and press into place.
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10. Connect the Hoses (For Pneumatic Operation)

IMPORTANT! Verify that the hoses do not get pinched by the faceplate.

O Connect the full-flush hose (transparent) to the port on the back of the full-flush button.
O Connect the half-flush hose (blue) to the port on the back of the half-flush button.
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11. Install the Faceplate

Verify that the faceplate clicks into position.
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Insert the lock at the bottom of the faceplate into the slot on the mounting frame.

Press the top side of the faceplate into position.

Press the left side of the faceplate to verify that the full flush is operating correctly.
Press the right side of the faceplate to verify that the eco-flush is working correctly.

Proceed to the bowl Installation Instructions to complete the installation.

NOTE: Clean the screen filter every 6 months or when there is a reduction in the water low from the lush.
NOTE: For pneumatic flush tank, do not remove the actuator assembly from the tank.

Turn OFF the water at the supply stop.

Flush the toilet to relieve the water pressure.

Remove the faceplate.

Remove the actuator assembly from the tank.

Turn the inlet knob to OFF position to turn OFF the water supply.
Disconnect the fill valve nut from the angle valve.

Remove the fill valve from the tank.

Using hand or long-nosed pliers, carefully remove the screen filter from the fill valve nut.
Clean the screen filter with a soft-bristled brush.

Reinstall the screen filter in the fill valve nut.

Turn ON the water at the supply stop.

Turn the inlet knob to ON position to turn ON the water supply.

Let the water run through the supply line for a minute to remove any debris. Use a small cup to collect and dispose of
the water and the debris.

O Reinstall the actuator assembly.
